8. GUEST(S)/PRESENTATION(S) - On behalf of the Languages department, ESL Professor, Charmaine
Phipps, will discuss offering synchronous online options for future schedules. (1:00-1:30 PM)

Discussion:

e Senator Shelton asked if the synchronous time options would match up with the time slots for
face-to-face times. Charmaine Phipps stated that yes that would be the initial design approach.

e Senator Leon stated their support for this proposal and gave personal experience with their field of
interest in needing synchronous time slots in DE courses. Senator Chamberlain also stated their support
and echoed the support for science courses that offer online labs.

e Senator Encarnacion stated that while all departments would benefit from this option being explored, the
exponential need for ESL students and the focus should remain towards this particular student
population. Senator Jenkins echoed these statements and commended Charmaine for the presentation.
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Senator Shelton asked when implementation would begin, and Charmaine stated that it would be either
summer 2023 or fall 2023.

Senator Leon asked for clarification based on survey distribution and if students identified their majors
or preferences. Laura Hope stated that Institutional Research conducted three surveys. Laura Hope
stated that many students were “extremely confused” when online classes had times listed on their
schedule. Senator Jenkins stated that they would not support this endeavor given the confusing nature of
building schedules of classes, and asked why our enrollment process can not look as clear as the other
colleges that were shown in the presentation.

9. UNFINISHED BUSINESS

9.1 Action Item: Faculty Communication Best Practices

Senator Osburn asked about sending out youtube videos to students and Senator Encarnacion clarified
that that would fall under one-way communication which is not addressed within this document.
Senator DePonte and President Watkins clarified that there might be department guidelines (for example
in Health Sciences) that clarify certain elements that are left out of this document.

Senator Leon asked for clarification on the reason behind the document. President Watkins clarified that
this document is to support positive professional communication through district-approved tools.
Senator DeRose emphasized that negative instances are occurring at Chaffey, not just at other colleges
and institutions.

Senator Ming stated that there might be more specific aspects within FERPA that faculty might need to
be aware of.

Motion for Approval - Senator Shelton moved to endorse the Faculty Communication Best Practices.
Senator Gutierrez seconded the motion. The motion was approved. 10.25.22, 20Y/0ON/2A.

10.1 Action Item: Endorsement of synchronized online options

Motion for Approval - Senator Leon moved to endorse the synchronized online options within ESL.
Senator Shelton seconded the motion. The motion was approved. 10.25.22, 19Y/2N/1A.

Senator Shelton stated that we have a compelling argument to support this for ESL specifically.

Senator Encarnacion encouraged changing the motion to focus on the specific ESL department given the
specific need within that department and that student group. That way synchronous online options for
courses could be piloted within this department and the Academic Senate can explore further
synchronous online options in the future.

Senator Osburn stated that over the history of the pandemic they had equally compelling reasons to offer
their courses synchronously online options that may be getting ignored when limiting the motion to just
ESL.

Faculty Senate Presentation Summary, October 25, 2022

1. During Covid, Chaffey utilized synchronous and asynchronous formats.

2. We attracted a lot of new ESL students.
a. Our classes were newly non-credit (free).
b. Students with transportation or childcare issues could attend online synchronous
classes.

3. As of Spring 2021, online asynchronous was no longer allowed.

4. For the non-ESL language learners, we continue to find a balance between online and in-
person. Enrollment numbers dictate how many of each are added, cancelled, etc.
a. When compared to other colleges, Chaffey’s percentage of online classes is high. (70%
rather than closer to 50% for other schools.) Still, enrollment numbers dictate what is
offered and the percentage may change as the climate changes.

5. Having a synchronous option would allow us to offer a few of the online sections as
synchronous for students that want the option to practice speaking and listening with the

teacher and other students. Enrollment numbers would let us know if those options are popular.

6. For ESL learners, especially the lower levels and both pronunciation and conversation-based
classes, face to face or online synchronous classes are desperately needed.

a. Canvas is in English and hard to navigate for non-English speakers, which does not
provide an equitable learning space. (Every basic-level language course online offers
directions and guidance in one’s first language.)

b. The lower-level teachers recognize this and most of them hold Zoom sessions. But,
they cannot advertise those times in advance.

c. Prospective students always ask at which times the teacher will hold Zoom sessions.
It’s frustrating to tell them they must register first and then find out later when the
teacher will hold Zoom sessions.

d. Zoom sessions are technically optional. The teachers have to create a nhon-synchronous
class for the students who cannot attend.

7. Other colleges offer 85-100% of non-credit ESL classes as face to face, hybrid or online
synchronous. Only the higher levels or specialty classes are asynch.

REQUEST - allow for online, synchronous scheduling for any class on campus where the department
feels that it is essential to learning.
