Statewide College Decisions Survey - Chaffey College Results

Overview: In partnership with the California Community College Chancellor's Office and the

Research and Planning (RP) Group, Chaffey College participated in a statewide survey earlier this
fall to gain a better understanding of factors affecting continuing and prospective students'
decisions to attend Chaffey College.

820 individuals responded to the survey:

» 390 prospective students (47.5%)
430 continuing students (52.5%)
