EXECUTIVE/SUB-COMMITTEE REPORTS
e Vice president: In a past workgroup session, designated as AP 2510, the discussions
centered around the initiatives and projects that CCSG had been actively engaged in with
the Academic Senate. During the Eboard meeting last week, a motion was introduced and
successfully passed. The motion dictated that resources would be established outside the
CCSG office. This decision marked a strategic move to broaden the availability and
accessibility of resources beyond the CCSG office space.

60% online and 40% in-person approach. This method was proposed as a means to
enhance the student body on campus. The primary task assigned to CCSG is to create a

conducted to inform the development of a motion surrounding this topic..

o Senator Shalabi proposed sending eight students and one faculty member to the
SSCCC conference, a motion put forth by Senator Awad on 9/19. Senator
Sanchez rescinded the motion related to sending eight students and one faculty
member to the SSCCC conference.

Senator Espin was tasked with researching a resolution
for a coffee shop on campus. Senator Sanchez took on the responsibility of researching a
petting zoo and/or a self-care week on campus during finals week. Senator Perez was
tasked with researching the installation of fans in the Quad area. The research deadline
was set for December 4th, 2023.
