We have been informed that an individual who was present at the InTech Center on Monday, December 7th 
has tested positive for COVID-19.  
  
In order to protect the privacy of the affected individual, we will not be providing their name. Please note that 
the individual who tested positive will not be returning to campus until appropriate medical clearances have 
been secured. We have made appropriate notification to all students and staff with whom the individual 
had contact.  
  
As you are aware, the District has developed and implemented strict guidelines to ensure the health and 
safety of the entire campus community. We believe these safety measures helped to minimize the risk in this 
instance.  
  
As we have shared with you previously, if you are experiencing any COVID-19 related symptoms, you are 
directed to stay home and not attend any in-person classes or labs, and to contact your instructor and/or 
supervisor for further direction.  
  
We will continue to keep you updated and appreciate your assistance in keeping the campus community safe. 
In order to work on campus and attend in-person classes, we require you to:  
  
• Practice social distancing  
• Wear a face covering  
• Frequently wash hands  
• Stay home if you show any signs of sickness. COVID-19 symptoms include fever, cough, sore throat, 
headache, fatigue, muscle or body aches, congestion or runny nose, nausea or vomiting, and shortness of 
breath.
