We have been informed that two employees who have been on the Rancho Campus have tested positive for
COVID-19; one in Student Services who was present on December 11 and the other in Campus Police on
December 16.

In order to protect the privacy of the affected individuals, we will not be providing the their names. Please
note that the employees who tested positive will not be returning to campus until appropriate medical
clearances have been secured. We have made appropriate notifications to all individuals with whom these
employees had contact.

As you are aware, the District has developed and implemented strict guidelines to ensure the health and
safety of the entire campus community. We believe these safety measures helped to minimize the risk in this
instance.

As we have shared with you previously, if you are experiencing any COVID-19 related symptoms, you are
directed to stay home and not attend any in-person classes or labs, and to contact your instructor and/or
supervisor for further direction.
