WHAT ARE THE COMPUTER REQUIREMENTS?

WHAT ARE THE TYPES OF ONLINE INSTRUCTION?
Online classes are attended exclusively on the Internet; there are no
regular campus meetings. However, some online classes do require
specific dates or times for interactive Internet class activities, and all
online math courses require students to come to the campus for testing.
Instructors provide details of these and other requirements in the class
syllabus. 

Hybrid classes are a combination of online and classroom instruction,
where you meet with the instructor at the designated location on the
stated days and times throughout the term. The first face-to-face
meeting date is specified in a footnote to the section. 

REGISTERING FOR AN ONLINE COURSE
Students register for online sections in the same manner as regular
classes.  See the Registration area for information.

ENROLLED STUDENTS: You must have officially enrolled in the online
course via ChaffeyView or in person, and have a Chaffey Registration
Receipt that indicates you have both registered and paid for the
course.

Enrolled students must access the class through the Chaffey
website on the first scheduled day of the class (after noon) by
following the instructions under the  How to: Log Into Blackboard
link at www.chaffey.edu/onlineed.

Students enrolled in hybrid courses MUST attend the first class
meeting to avoid being dropped and to receive information and access
codes for the online portion of the class. Students are expected to attend
all scheduled classroom meetings and fully participate in online
assignments and activities.
